The Trail Team Leaders have met several times now to 
plan and design the next bit of trail improvement. It is the section of track badly eroded in block 
4084 which is joined from fire road 10 alongside the rifle range on the Red Route. We propose 
some stoning, a woodern berm and a length of boardwalk.
